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Program for Infant Toddler Caregivers

40-Hour PITC Caregiver Certification Cohort

Interested in joining a cohort to learn about infants and toddlers?  Gather with others for a comprehensive study of children birth to five years.  We will meet over several weeks in a convenient location.  A minimum of ten participants is needed to hold the series.  Upon completion, participants will receive a certificate for 40 hours, all of which are acceptable for licensing and grants as well as the first eight hours for new Rule 2 providers, CBTA, and the initial CDA.   

The Program for Infant Toddler Caregivers was developed by FarWest (now WestEd) and the California Department of Education specifically for infant and toddler caregivers. The program will cover the materials in the five modules of the PITC program.  Each module includes a series of related training sessions that present practical strategies around the key concepts and philosophies of that module. This is a great marketing tool for your business.  Most of the skills learned are easily transferable to older children and adults. 

The five modules are:

1. Social Emotional Growth and Socialization

2. Group Care

3. Learning and Development

4. Culture, Family, and Providers

5. Beginning Together – Working with Children and Families with Special Needs

Participants will receive study materials and other resources; view high quality videos; share learning activities that build on participants’ skills; and discuss the materials and videos in their cohort as well as demonstrate how they will implement their learning into their individual programs.  A limited amount of outside work is required.   Certified PITC instructors facilitate all sessions.

The cohort will meet over several weeks (10 – 16 weeks in the evenings) and on two Saturdays.  The total number of weeks is dependent on the group size and location as well as the time of year the cohort is scheduled.  When a sufficient number (at least ten) to hold the series is reached, a location and schedule will be determined.   

The introductory cost for the 40-Hour PITC Caregiver Certification Cohort series is $300.00 per person, inclusive of materials.  Payment is due in full when the cohort is formed and scheduled.  Participants must attend all sessions and complete all outside work to earn the certificate.
