The families of these National Guard service members will be looking at a 
year-long separation from their loved ones.  A Family Preparedness Academy  will be held at the River Center in downtown St. 
Paul on Sunday, December 13 from 7:30 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.  The Minnesota Child Care Resource & Referral Network is recruiting 
volunteers to help care for the children at this event.  Child care will be offered for the youngest children (ages 0-5).  There will 
be three age groups of children to care for: babies, toddlers and pre-schoolers.  Mileage, parking fees, and some overnight 
accommodations will be reimbursed for volunteers who are able to care for the children.  Please consider sharing your time 
with a family in need of support.
